Background Check:
London Safety Service Director required to provide the list to the Chief of Police who will have a felony warrant and sex offender background check conducted on all persons listed.

Refusal to Issue:
The London Safety Service Director is to decline to issue a license for any concession or amusement ride if the operator is not in compliance with the terms of ordinance.

Revocation:
A license issued may be revoked by the Safety Service Director upon a finding by the Director of probable cause that there has been a violation of any of the provisions of the ordinance.

Penalty:
Any operator who violates any provision of Ordinance is guilty of a misdemeanor of the 4th degree of the first offense; and a misdemeanor of the 1st degree on any subsequent conviction.  Each day of violation constitutes a separate offense.

$100 per license plus $10 for each employee named on the application.  Payment due at time application submitted.  Fee is nonrefundable.
Prohibition:
Prohibited from operating any concession (show, game, novelty stand, or food or drink operation) or amusement ride at any fair or carnival within City of Parma without first obtaining a license.

More

Prohibitions:
Operator prohibited from employing any person or carnival or concession worker who has not been listed on the license application;


Within 24 hours of a request by the Chief of Police or any law enforcement officer, any applicant or licensed operator is to provide proof to the Director of Safety that an employee, carnival or concession worker has been listed as required.


Once license issued, may not be assigned or transferred and must be carried by the licensee at all times.

Denial of 

License:

A license may be denied and not issued if the Director finds:

1. The applicant has provided false information on application;

2. The applicant name on the application or any employee or worker named on the application has been convicted of or found guilty of any felony level sex offense contained in Chapter 2907 (sex offenses) of the Ohio Revised Code;
3. The applicant named on the application or any employee or worker named on the application has been convicted of or found guilty of any felony contained in Chapter 2903 of the Revised Code (homicide/assault);
4. The applicant named on the application or any employee or worker named on the application has been convicted of or found guilty of domestic violence (section 2919.25 (A) and (B) within the past ten years;

5. The applicant named on the application or any employee or worker named on the application has been convicted of or found guilty of any crimes not listed above evaluated at the discretion of the Safety Director and Chief of Police; or 

6. The applicant named on the application is not in compliance with the terms of this Chapter of the Parma Ordinance.

Photo ID:
Every operator, carnival worker, and concession worker required to obtain a photo identification badge from the Parma Police Department (440-887-7325)


Issued photo ID is to be prominently displayed at all times while on duty.

Display:
License to be displayed by operator in a prominent location at the fair or carnival and is valid during the term issued.

Revocation:
License may be revoked by the Director for any of the following reasons:

1. The licensee or applicant provided false information on the license application;
2.  The licensee or any person or worker named on the license application is convicted of or found guilty of any felony contained in the Ohio; Revised Code Chapters 2907 or 2903 or 2919. (A) or (B);

3.  The licensee or any person or worker named on the application has been convicted of or found guilty of any crime not listed above evaluated at the discretion of the Safety Director and Chief of Policy;

4. The Director finds there has been a violation of any of the provisions of this Ordinance.

Appeal:
Right to appeal if license application not approved or license issued is revoked.  Written notice of right to appeal is to be given by personal service or certified mail.  Applicant/licensee has ten days after receipt of notice to appeal the refusal/ revocation.  Required to file notice of appeal with Mayor of Parma; Mayor to notify applicant/licensee of his decision in writing within 10 days after receipt of such notice of appeal, unless the applicant/licensee agrees to a longer period of time.
Penalty:
Any operator who violates any provision of Ordinance is guilty of a misdemeanor of the 4th degree of the first offense; and a misdemeanor of the 1st degree on any subsequent conviction.  Each day of violation constitutes a separate offense.
