Several weeks ago, the GOSA authored and sent a news release to newspapers, 

organizations, and websites throughout the state explaining our concern about “electronic games of skill” sometimes referred to as “skill slots” as well as other names.

Our major point was that according to the rules our legitimate games operators work under, these devices were in no way skill games.  We were obviously apprehensive that these devices would find their way to fairs and festivals and other outdoor events throughout the state.
At this writing, both the Ohio House and the Ohio Senate have voted  to eliminate these devices and the Governor has signaled his intent to sign into law the bill which will outlaw most of the machines which were offensive to us and our industry.

We are also joining the growing list of individuals and organizations in opposition to House Bill 246 which would require by law ALL OF US to provide information to local authorities background information of our employees.  We have authorized our officers to engage the services of the Towner Group to track the progress of what we believe is discriminating and politically inspired legislation and advise us of the appropriate time to become actively involved.
